
The long awaited Public 
Inquiry into the Town 
Council’s Village Green 
application for the West 
Beach is to be held at 
Meeching Hall, Fort Road 
on 6th, 7th and 8th July. 
 
An inspector appointed by 
East Sussex County Council 
will hear evidence from the 
Town Council and from 
Newhaven Po r t  and 
Properties over the three 
days.  She will then go away 
and consider what she has 
heard  and  make  a 
recommendation to the 
County Council as to 
whether Village Green status 
should be granted.  It is 
likely that her report will not 
be received for some weeks.  

Once it has been received, 
the County Council will 
make a formal decision as to 
whether to accept her 
recommendation or not. 
 
A number of local people 
have agreed to appear as 

witnesses on behalf of the 
Town Council.  After the 
witnesses have been heard it 
is expected that a significant 
amount of time at the 
Inquiry will be devoted to 
legal arguments put forward 
by both sides’ barristers. 
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Th e  To w n  C o u n c i l 
continues to uncover  
information about the town 
with three new leaflets 
published this month.  There 
is a new guide for residents 
and visitors which includes 
an indexed map of the 
whole town together with a 
town centre map; a 
community information 
leaflet full of useful contacts 
for local groups and where 
to go for help and advice; 
and an exciting new photo 
quiz leaflet.

o r i g i n a l  N e w h a v e n 
Uncovered photo quiz held 
last September, the new 
quiz is a little more of a 
challenge.

The Lewes & Seaford Citizens Advice 
Bureau, who run advice sessions in 
Newhaven, urgently need to recruit 
more volunteers either to train as 
advisers or to help with reception 
admin, IT or fundraising.

Sussex Day on Wednesday 16th June 
saw a unique event taking place in 
Newhaven – a re-enactment of the 
landing of the fleeing King Louis-
Philippe of France at Newhaven in 

1848. 

Louis-Philippe had become King of 
France in 1830 as a result of a 
revolution, and was forced to flee 

France in 1848 as a 
result of another 
revolution. The King 
and Queen had 
travelled secretly and 
in disguise from their 
chateau at Dreux to 
Le Havre where they 
boarded a steamer for 
Newhaven.  On 
arrival at Newhaven 
they were taken in a 
horse and carriage to 
the Bridge Inn. 

The re-enactment took place in  glorious 
sunshine in front of a crowd of adults 
and local school children from 
Southdown and Meeching Valley 
Schools.  Although the weather was 
perfect for the spectators, the stiff north-
easterly breeze caused a few problems 
for  the men rowing the royal couple 
ashore and the rowing boat eventually 
accepted a tow from a small motorboat. 
Having eventually landed at Newhaven 
Marina, the royal party were taken by 
horse and carriage to the Bridge Inn. 

Newhaven Town Council and the 
Newhaven Historical Society  worked 
together with Meeching Amateur 
Dramatics and the Sea Cadets to 
organise the event. 
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A new Parkour area was opened at the Valley Road play area 
earlier this month.   

This exciting and innovative new equipment has been installed as 
a result of partnership working between Newhaven Town Council 
and Lewes District Council and has been funded by the Town 
Council together with money from the Pathfinder Fund (a 
Government fund administered by East Sussex County Council) 
and  the Landfill Communities Fund.   

Work is continuing on the installation of a new play area  to 
include a slide, climbing equipment and swings.  A new kickabout 
area will also be part of the project.
