6 steps to being a successful candidate

STEP 1. If you meet the criteria below, you may apply for Young Mayor: 
Criteria 1: Are you going to be aged between 13 and 17 years old on 19th May 2026?
Criteria 2: Do you live, work or go to school/college in Newhaven?
STEP 2:  Read and complete the Young Mayor Candidate Application Form. Don’t forget to sign the declaration. 
STEP 3: Give the Parental/Guardian’s Consent Form to your responsible adult. They must give the form back to you when they’ve completed it. Please scan (if you can’t scan, then get in touch) and email the completed form to us by 30th April 2026.
STEP 4:  Write Your Presentation. This will explain why you want to become Newhaven’s Young Mayor. It doesn’t have to be perfect right now. You have up until 19th May to perfect what you are going to say. What would make Newhaven a better place for young people? What do young people in Newhaven want? Do you have a charity you feel passionate about that you would like to support? Talk about it in this section! 
STEP 5:  Double check you have filled everything in
Don’t forget that you can contact us (all the details are at the bottom of the page) if you have any questions about any of this. No question is too silly so don’t feel embarrassed!  
STEP 6:  Start thinking ahead
We will contact you to let you know you have been put on the applicants list, then you will need to begin practicing your presentation for the Full Council Meeting on 19th May. We will be in contact with you confirming the time and date after applications close.

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The Presentation
Your presentation needs to spell out ‘your reason to apply’ by explaining what things you would change or work on in Newhaven if you were appointed as Newhaven Young Mayor. You need to present this to the full council on 19th May. 

It needs to answer the following:
1. Why are you applying for Newhaven Young Mayor?
2. What will you do for the young people of Newhaven. What do they want?
3. Why are you the best person for the job?

It needs to be written in simple language and short, sharp sentences. Use examples and stories to explain why you are doing things (for example, you want a skate park because your neighbour got knocked over in the street as there was nowhere for them to skate).

Be creative but realistic. Don’t promise things you can’t do. Be honest about yourself. Is this all about you or the young people of Newhaven?

Be different – you need to stand out from the others.
